The maximum working height between PLUTO (the automatic pump controller)
and the highest point of the system will have limitations depending on the starting pressure.
The maximum pressure of the pump must be higher than a value that depends on the starting

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“PLUTO” INSTALLATION

Never remove the electronic board from PLUTO.

The wiring diagram inside the terminal board shows how to make the correct connection.
The incorrect wires connection could damage the electronic system.

The cable used for the connection must be a three-wire cable including grounding.

In order to be able to adhere to the cable glands, the power cables of PLUTO and of the elec-
tric pump must have an external diameter between 7.5 mm and 8.5 mm.

The four screws of the board and the two cable glands for the electric cables must be tight to
prevent water and damaging the electronic circuit.

STARTING

When PLUTO is connected to the electric current, the green "Power on" LED turns on. The
yellow "Pump on" LED means that the pump is ON. The pump then pressurizes the circuit and
after a dozen seconds it stops.

If this time interval is insufficient or if the water suction ends, the pump blokes and the red
"Failure" LED lights up. In this case, the pump must be started again using the "Restart" but-
ton with an open tap, until the "Failure" LED to goes off.

OPERATION

Once the system has started, PLUTO is ready to work automatically.

If the water is missing, the suction pipe is blocked, or similar things, PLUTO goes into "Failure”
to prevent damage and sends a stop signal to the electric pump.

Once the fault that caused the electric pump has been blocked, the "restart” button will start up
again.
